FINAL PROJECT: 
PERSONAL ONLINE PROFILE USING https://about.me/

BASIC INSTRUCTIONS: Each student will write and design a personal profile using the ‘online business card’ website https://about.me/ . As an extension of the class theme of communication in English, the goal of this project is to give the student experience using web apps to communicate effectively in a second language. 

GRADING AND ASSESSMENT: This project will be used for the final exam score (twenty points total). The profiles will be assessed with the following criteria:
1. Visual quality of the finished product (5 pts.)
2. Accuracy of written English (5 pts.)
3. Adherence to the project instructions (5 pts.)
4. Overall quality of the finished product (5 pts.)

GENERAL PROJECT GUIDELINES:

DESIGNING CONTENT
1. It is best if your picture shows your face clearly and also shows you involved in some type of activity.
2. You should be smiling or, better, laughing in your profile picture.
3. You can choose any button that you want but if you are looking for a job the “Hire Me” button may be best.

3. Late submissions will receive five-point deduction!

PROJECT SCHEDULE: We will work on the project together in class as much as possible. Please bring your laptop to every class during this project.
